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Daniel Meier is currently associated researcher at CNRS-PACTE in Grenoble and
teaches at Sciences Po Grenoble and Ca’Foscari University (Venice). During the Spring
2020, he will be Visiting Professor at the University of Turin. He conducted extensive
fieldwork in the Middle East (Lebanon and Iraq) and was a former senior associate
member of the St Antony's College (Oxford). His researches focus on the relationship
between space and identity in the Middle East with numerous papers on the
Palestinian refugees’ issue in Lebanon.
